Trust Relationships
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What is a trust relationship? 
An authenticated connection between domains.
What is the purpose of a trust relationship?
To share resources with other domains without having to authenticate at each step.
Who sets up trust relationships?
Administrators set up most trust relationships. A few types of trusts are automatically set up by Windows Active Directory Service.
List the 6 different types of trusts and what they do. Are some types riskier than others to be using?
0. External – connects two specific domains from different forests
0. Shortcut – connects domains in the same forest
0. Realm – connects non-Windows Kerberos V5 realm to an active directory service domain
0. Forest – connects two different forests
0. Tree root – connects root domains in the same forest
0. Parent/child – connects child domains to their parent domain
